MILLER BROTHER QUALIFIES FOR WORLD CHAMPS
Hercules Wimbledon Athletic Club’s IAAF World and Commonwealth Youth Games
medallist Rechmial Miller boosted his chances of representing Britain in the IAAF World
Junior Championships this summer when he got inside the 100m qualifying standard in only
his second meeting of the summer, writes Tom Pollak.

Despite having to battle against a 1.9 metres per second headwind, Miller stormed to victory
in his heat in the Newham Open Meeting in East London on Sunday in 10.44 seconds. Miller,
17, was four-hundredths of a second faster than he managed in his opening race of the season
and his time tops the UK under 20 rankings by almost one tenth of a second. He was also just
outside his club record of 10.39 set when taking the silver medal in the Commonwealth
Youth Games in Samoa last September.

His younger brother, Chad, was also in fine form equalling his own Hercules Wimbledon
under 17 200m record in finishing second in his race in 21.89. He set the record in the
England Athletics championships at Bedford last year. His time is also the third fastest by a
British under 17-year-old this summer.

Their dad, Paul, three times Surrey 100m champion, was delighted with their performances.
“They’ve both made fine starts to their summer season and it proves their hard training is
paying off. Competing in the World Junior Indoors is now a real prospect for Rechmial.”

At the other end of the age scale, Hercules Wimbledon’s oldest track athlete, Pete Giles, 71,
has been smashing club age group records. He set a hat-trick of over 70 age group records in
Hercules Wimbledon’s open track meeting at Wimbledon Park over 100, 200 and 400m.

Showing his considerable versatility, he was also the first veteran over 70 finisher in the
Sutton 10km road race in Nonsuch Park on Sunday in 45:38. It is the second fastest time
posted by a Hercules Wimbledon over 70-year-old. Maurice Sharp holds the record with
44:59 set at Eastleigh in March this year.
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Hercules Wimbledon enjoyed hat-trick of parkrun winners on Saturday. Schoolteacher
Jonathan Cornish headed home a 1240-strong field to complete a hat-trick of wins in the
Bushy Park 5km event crossing the line in 15:45 and finishing almost one-and-a-half minutes
ahead of the runner-up. Joe Toomey triumphed on Wimbledon Common in 17:07 beating a
460-strong field and posting his first win there since Christmas Day. It was also his sixth
victory on Wimbledon Common. Hercules Wimbledon had three in the top six with Rob
Tuer, making his debut in the event, Peter Collins and Adam Harwood finishing fourth, fifth
and sixth. Gina Galbraith was first woman in 20:08 with Lisa Thomas third woman home. A
total of 22 Hercules Wimbledon runners were in action. Son and father James and Gary Forde
both clocked personal best time with 15-year-old James finishing more than a minute ahead
of his dad.

This weekend, Hercules Wimbledon will have a record of just under 100 athletes competing
in the annual Surrey track and field championships at Kingsmeadow Stadium on Saturday
and Sunday. Jaleel Roper, the Surrey under 13 100 and 200m champions in 2015, again is
down to contest both distances but moves up an age group to under 15. Zipporah Golding,
who is ranked fifth in the UK this summer, competes in the under 13 100m. Zipporah
warmed up for the championships with a 100m victory in the opening Lily B League meeting
at Kingsmeadow Stadium in a personal best 13.4. Meanwhile, Emily Martin defends her
senior women’s long jump title.

There was a promising turnout of HW boys for the first of this season’s boy’s Ebbisham
League fixture being held at a sunny Walton many of them in club colours for the very first
time.

Both the sprints and middle distance events were well supported but alas, there was hardly a
field event exponent there competing for HW, guaranteeing a lowly place in the team
honours.

This situation seems to be filtering throughout the club as the same situation occurs in the
Southern Athletic League, the Lily B League and now the Ebbisham. Currently it seems that
it is only in Veteran/Masters completion that field events are well covered!



There was also a marked absence of HW officials at Walton but thanks to parents Nick
Franzini, Paul Abraham and Dean lllis plus the appearance of Kevin Snelling the club went
someway to fulfilling their obligations.

BEST OF LUCK TO THOSE HOPING TO RUN ‘LONDON’ IN 2017
A record number of 253,930 UK applicants had registered for a ballot place in the 2017
Virgin Money London Marathon when the application system closed on Friday 6 May. This
is more than 6,000 up from the previous record of 247,069 applications for the 2016 event.
Just under 56% of the applications for 2017 were from people who have never run a
marathon and more than 43% of the total applicants were women (also a record).
“These numbers reflect the huge success of the 36th London Marathon on 24 April,” said
race director Hugh Brasher. “One of our goals is to inspire people to take up sport and more
than 142,000 people have been inspired to apply to run a marathon for the first time in 2017.
